is one of the oldest villages in Ohio, its site
plotted in 1800 by Joseph Darrow who had
come west with David Hudson, as his
surveyor. It has been said that Darrow
surveyed practically all the early land bought
from the Connecticut Land Company in this
part of the State. The settlement, never large,
was a progressively minded farming center
and it was natural that these people would be
interested in something as new and promising
as the Grange.

On March 20, 1874, a group of men and
women pipngefs prgafized work in this
community and packed the little school house
in Darrowville. They discussed the advisability
of organizing a Grange in Darrowville. On
March 26 thirty-one women and men met in
Dewey Hall, which is now the red barn of Mrs.
Glassdé6 farm just north
Hall and organized Darrow Street Subordinate
Grange No. 751 with the assistance of Deputy
W. Williamson from Portage County. The
charter list would have been larger, but only
five from a single family were allowed to join
as charter members! The fee was 50 cents for
women and $3.00 for men, and later changed
to $3.00 for women and $5.00 for men.

Since that time the Grange has been an
active part of the community. Last month

the Darrowville Street Grange met to discuss
the dispersing of funds they had on hand

and chose our church, along to two others,

to receive gifts. The Grange (and Dorothy
and Bill Brown) have been faithful in providing
our food pantry with paper products for years.
